Sub-Topic:  Tournament

Children in the Middle Ages played with toys.  Dice, marbles, swords, balls, and dolls were made at home from rags, candle wax, animal bones, sticks, and stones.  Rattles, puppets, and spinning tops were made of metal and wood by craftspeople in towns.  

Board games, such as chess, were popular in the Middle Ages.  Chess’s rules and game pieces, such as the king, queen, bishops, and knights, taught children about different people’s roles in society.  Children learned these games from their parents, who often played them with their friends.  Medieval children and adults also played games similar to bowling, badminton, tennis, soccer, baseball, and golf.  Balls were usually made of leather stuffed with horsehair or of dried pigs’ bladders filled with dried peas.  Summer was the time for swimming in rivers and lakes.  Life preservers made of tree bark helped young children stay afloat.  In the winter, children played ice sports similar to curling and hockey.  Skates were made from sharpened cattle or horse bones tied to children’s shoes.

Horseback riding, archery, wrestling, and a game called sword and buckler, which involved pretend sword fights, prepared noble boys for knightly combat, as did hunting in the manor’s forests.  While their parents hunted deer and wild boar with hunting dogs, noble children caught birds and other small animals with hawks and falcons.  Less wealthy children hunted small animals with traps and homemade bows and arrows.
